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STEP 1

Divide hair into two sections above the ear 

and clip up top section.

Tease at the root using the styling comb, then 

spray Moroccanoil Luminous Hairspray Strong in 

a Z motion along teased hair at the root.

STEP 2

Use the Moroccanoil Everlasting Curl Titanium 

Curling Iron to curl large sections away from 

the face on both sides, forming a bend in the 

hair. Repeat on top section.

Separate fringe area and clip with 

Moroccanoil Styling Clips.
